Web Browsers

Many web enthusiasts and ‘old hands' would argue with the tatement that there are only two web
browsers, other people ..light go the other way and say that really these days there is only sme
(Microsoft Internet Explorer), but here we're going to be aoking at the two 'major' browsers.

Your use of browser will depend on whether you are using the web — in which case it's best to
stick to one for the sake of tidiness and ease of use — or designing web pages where you will need to
see how your pages look in different browsers.

| use Internet Explorer for my day-to-day browsing, but when | am making web pages | generally
test them in Netscape 3 and 4, and Explorer 4 and 5 — this is because there is no real common
standard in HTML interpretation between browsers. In this section, however, we are concerned with
browsing, and we will be considering Netscape Communicator and Microsoft Internet Explorer.

Communicator (or Navigator) is perhaps the oldest browser on the market, and one which has
fallen out of favour in the face of the relentless march of Explorer. In some ways it looks dated and
appears to perform more slowly than Explorer, but it has certain advantages over Explorer, not least of
which is the integration of all its elements, including Composer, into one easy-to-use package.

Explorer has the reputation of being slightly faster than Netscape, and slightly more prone to
crashing. The pace of development of this browser is phenomenal, and it is usually more up-to-date
than Netscape which suffers from a very slow developmentcycle. Explorer also integrates perfectly
with other Microsoft programs such as Outlook Express, Word, etc.

When all is said and done, there is little difference between the two, and since they are both free
and can co-exist on the same computer, you should try them both until you can decide which one you
prefer, then use that one exclusively.

Whichever browser you choose, it is a good idea to stick to one. One major reason for doing this
is so that you can build up one collection of bookmarks (Netscape) or favorites (Explorer) and not
have them split between two or more programs. Another good reason is that the better you know the
program the easier it will be to use it.

There are other options, of course. If you would like to look into other browsers, try Opera
(www.opera.com) or lynx (lynx.isc.org), You can also try looking in the Browser section at TUCOWS
(Www.tucows.com).

Abstract: This article presents a detailed analysis of the relationship between multiculturalism
and journalistic objectivity in multicultural societies. It also focuses on the evolution of the concept of
objectivity as an epistemology, a normative ideal and an institutionalized ideological regime reflecting
an established authority. The idea of objectivity is based on the epistemological assumptions of
positivism and empiricism, which believe in the oneness of reality. Whereas the recent postmodernist
position denies the possibility of reliable knowledge about the world, opting instead for the quite
reasonable perspective of critical realism. Yet journalists and academics alike speak of objective,
neutral and informative journalism as a sacred concept.

This article examines whether a journalist can remain objective in a multicultural society. It will
also discuss issues related to media in a multicultural society and alternatives to objectivity as an

important news value.
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This paper has analyzed journalistic objectivity in liberal democracies, where it is used to protect
the economic interests of the elite and serves to maintain the status quo by emphasising the dominant
values in society. The media thus work as agents of the elite in society and minority cultures are
marginalized, creating a decorative consensus with the value system. The notion of objectivity is used
as a strategy to protect journalists and functions as an epistemology through which journalists look at
the world around them. Thus, media reporting is largely biased, especially when it comes to social
controversies or conflicts objectivity is seen as a device to minimise conflict in society.
